Gunfire Reported Early Wednesday Morning 

 
Bloomington, IL - On Wednesday, 6/11/25, at 2:30 a.m., Bloomington police officers were dispatched to the 
2300 block of Rainbow Avenue. Several callers reported hearing shot(s) being fired in the area. 
 
Patrol officers arrived on scene and conducted additional follow-up investigation to confirm a shot(s) fired 
incident had occurred. The Bloomington Police Department Crime Scene Unit responded to assist with the 
investigation. 
 
No injuries or property damage have been reported at this time. 
 
Chief Jamal Simington stated, "The BPD detectives are working diligently to address this act of violence in 
that neighborhood. Our community reminds us frequently, they will not tolerate gun violence in this city. I 
urge those who have information about the shooting and offender to call us or use Tip 411 to report it 
anonymously."
